BLAZES Visit Safety Requirements

Behavior Expectations

Berkeley Lab is not a school or museum. It is a workplace where research science is done.  Running around, climbing on benches/chairs or active games are not allowed.

Advanced Light Source (ALS) Tour 

Everyone on the tour must wear closed-toe shoes and must have clothing that covers from the waist to the ankles.  This means shoes must come up to the ankle (like athletic shoes); all must wear long pants or ankle length skirts. No one should have exposed bare skin on legs, ankles or feet.  Goggles are provided for this demonstration. All of this applies to adults as well as students.
Dry Ice Activity

All students and adults at the dry ice activity station will be required to wear safety goggles and gloves, and use tongs to handle the dry ice.

Liquid Nitrogen Demonstration  

Everyone who is in the classroom must have closed-toe shoes and must have clothing that covers from the waist to the ankles.  This means shoes must come up to the ankle (like athletic shoes); all must wear long pants or ankle length skirts. No one should have exposed bare skin on legs, ankles or feet.  Goggles are provided for this demonstration. All of this applies to adults as well as students.  The liquid nitrogen demonstration is about 10-minutes and those that do not meet the safety requirements will be asked to stand in the outside hallway.

Thermal Conductivity Activity

All students and adults must wear gloves.  A hot plate and metal bars are used
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
